March for Peace to Call for End of U.S. War in Iraq on March 16th 

 

Newburyport — During the week of March 19, 2008, citizens across the country will gather to recognize the fifth anniversary of the U.S. invasion of Iraq.  Here in Newburyport a march is planned for Sunday, March 16.

 

Close to 4,000 U.S. soldiers have been killed and 30,000 have been wounded.  An estimated 600,000 to over one million Iraqis have died.  Billions of dollars have been spent.  The Newburyport March will give people an opportunity to express their opposition to the war and their support of peaceful means of solving conflict.

 

Marchers will gather at Market Square at 12 noon on Sunday, March 16, 2008.  Following a brief vigil, the march will begin at 12:15 P.M. and proceed up State Street, go right at Pleasant Street and end at Brown Square, opposite Newburyport City Hall.  There will be a short gathering at Brown Square.
